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Annie is a 
Broadway musical based 
upon the popular Harold 
Gray comic strip, Little 
Orphan Annie. The show 
is set against the 
backdrop of the Great 
Depression, which was 
the longest, and most 
severe financial crisis of 
the 20th century.  The 
Depression had 
devastating effects, as 
unemployment rose as 
high as 33%, and 
personal income and 
homes were lost. 
Because of the 
tremendous strain, many 
parents were unable to 
feed their families and 
were forced to leave their 
children in orphanages. 
  
The comic strip Little 
Orphan Annie made its 
debut on August 5, 1924 
in the New York Daily 
News.  It ranked number 
one in popularity in a 
Fortune poll in 1937. The 
plot followed the wide-
ranging adventures of 
Annie, her dog Sandy, 
and her benefactor 
Oliver "Daddy" 
Warbucks. The strip 
attracted adult readers 
with political commentary 
that targeted (among 
other things) organized 
labor, the New Deal and 
communism. 
  
The original Broadway 
production of Annie 
opened in 1977 and ran 
for nearly six years, 
setting a record for the 
Alvin Theatre, and 
winning a Tony Award 
for Best Musical. It was 
later made into a 
successful movie starring 
Carol Burnett as Miss 
Hannigan. The version 
you will see today is 
drawn from the 
Broadway script and has 
been adapted specifically 
for Acting Without
